iDECK® [iCLIP] Decking Boards  

 
 
 

1.            Decking material shall be installed by an approved (by Sydney Wood Industries 
Pty. Ltd.) installer and shall be iDECK® [iCLIP] Decking Boards. 

 
TIMBER SPECIES SHALL BE:  ________________________________________ 
 
2.           Preparation:  
 

·  iDECK® decking boards must be ACCLIMATISED ONSITE for a  
MINIMUM OF 7-10 DAYS before installation. 

·  Site preparation shall comply with requirements set out in BCA Vol.2 
Section 3. 

 
 
3.          Applicable Standards: Sub-frame construction must comply to BCA 

requirements and to AS 1720.1-1997 (Timber Structures- Design Methods). 
 
 
4.            Installation: 
 
                

·  When installing I – Deck decking boards to either hardwood or pine sub frames 
SWI recommends that joist spacings be no greater than 450mm centers, this will 
ensure that board spacings remain consistent and even as per manufacturers 
design. 

 
 
·  I-Deck clips are a directional clip and must be inserted into the tongue of the 

decking board as per the arrows on top of the clip. (Fig. 1 overpage)

·  To ensure an even spacing between boards, each board must be fitted hard up to 

the shoulder of the fixing clip. 
 
 

·  For hardwood joists it is recommended that:        
Buildex – self embedding head (AW point) 
10g  10–16 x 45mm Zinc Alloy  screws be used. 
Pilot hole drilling is essential with hardwood joists prior to fixing of I – Deck 
clips if a non self embedding screw is used.      
 

 
·  For Pine joists it is recommended that: 

75mm x 10g Climogard Zinc plated chipboard screws be used for fastening  
I – Deck clips with no pilot hole drilling required. 

·  When fastening and butting together end joints of decking boards simply locate a 
clip along the joint so that it fastens down both boards at once. If so desired 
fastening down the end joints by decorative screws or screws and timber plugs 
can also be used to further ensure tight and precise end joints. (Fig. 2) 
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·  In Fixing off Leading edge or finishing edge boards it is suggested that the 
installer apply either decorative screws or screws and timber plugs to secure 
boards from moving laterally. (Fig. 3) 
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
